	1. Pine cone bird feeders – lard and bird seed mixed together and pressed into ‘open’ pin cones.
2. Weathervane – made from strips of plastic pinned to the top if a pole/stick with the four points of the compass.
3. Cane insect habitats – made from pre-cut canes which beavers help to hollow out and tie together in bundles
4. Plaster casting – quick set plaster, sand tray and animal footprint templates made from wood and gummifoam
