thanks to those of you who made the meeting last Thursday. These instructions are important! Please acknowledge receipt of message.

 

NOTE: YOUR PARENTS NEED TO SEE THIS MESSAGE!
 

Travel Wear
All of you need to wear uniform bottoms, belt, scarf & brex top whilst travelling. Take your uniform shirt, with UK & brex badge in your day bag - this may be useful as more recognizable to public than brex top.

 

Travel Documents you will need to take with you:
 

1) PASSPORT

2) Letter of Authority to travel by coach - see attached. We need two copies signed by your parents. One is to take with you, the other we will take separately so that we are sure you have a copy for the return journey.

3) International Letter of introduction from the Scout Association. We will give you these on Friday evening.

4) A copy of your Health form - Ian will have these available on Friday evening. Make sure your colleagues know where this is kept in your kit so that they can find it in an emergency!

5) Your EHIC card

 

Group leaders (Tom, Carn, Ben) will get a copy of the travel insurance documents on Friday. Make sure your colleagues know where you have them in your kit.

 

Train and Bus
I have attached timetables for trains from Koln - Koblenz and bus from Koblenz to Sayn. These run about every half hour so no panic required!

 

Money:
 

We will give each of you 50 Euros to cover your food/travel costs for the outward journey. You need to buy a train ticket in Cologne to get you to Koblenz (18 Euro approx) and a bus ticket from Koblenz to Bendorf (allow 5 Euro). Keep at least 15 Euro each in reserve so that if one of you loses his/her cash, there is sufficient reserve between you to pay for tickets.

 

You MUST keep the tickets and receipts for what you buy - it is part of the EB requirement that you budget and account for expenditure!

 

Take some sterling with you for London if you intend spending anything!

 

If you have any Euro coins, take them with you - it costs at least 30c to spend a penny in Europe.

 

Kit
 

Take a day bag with you. This should have all you need for your outward journey - remember you will be overnight on the coach so we suggest a change of T-shirt at least for comfort.  You are carrying it so you decide how much you want to carry! Don't forget any medication you need with you.
 

Take a full water bottle for the journey!
 

Your main rucksack will be collected on Friday evening and will be put on the coach. Please make sure your rucksack is clearly labelled with your name. 

 

Keep your sleeping bag, roll mat, cutlery,  and anything else you will need on Sunday evening separate from your other kit. We will collect that on Friday evening and it will be taken with the advance leader party by car.

 

First Aid Kits
 

Louise will issue a first aid kit to Carn and Tom on Friday night - this means you should all have access to one throughout your journey to Brex.

 

Mobile Phones
 

Bring your mobile phones with you. Pack your phone chargers in your main rucksack. We will have charging facilities at Brex (240v and 12v). You will need your phones when out and about in Germany.

 

I NEED TO KNOW YOUR MOBILE NUMBER: Please let me have it by return so that I can let others add it to their address books. For the sake of security I suggest you text me with your name/surname: 0771 386 2088           
 

Please exchange numbers with at least one other member of each group (March, Ely, Cambridge) so that you have a point of contact if you get separated from your group.
 

You will be issued with a contact card on Friday which has the phone numbers for the advance party, home contact, contingent leaders, Brex camp warden and our german contact Rainer who will be available for emergency queries in Koblenz. We will also give you contact details for London Victoria/Cologne.

Telephone Tree
 

We are sure your parents would appreciate a quick message/text to tell them you have safely made it to London Victoria, Cologne and Bendorf. Remember that there is no signal available on the Brex site due to the steep valley. 

 

ALL OTHER CONTACT (checkpoints, queries, problems and emergencies) should  be made by the telephone tree.

This means that other than letting your parents know you have got there safely, all other contact should be via John/Jono who will forward your message on if needed! 

 

Likewise, if parents need to get an urgent message to you they should use the telephone tree and contact Diane first!
 

Return Journey
 

This will be the reverse of above: Whilst we are fairly confident that you wouldn't get into a car with a stranger we do need to know who will be collecting you from Peterboro/Cambridge. This is important if your parents have holiday plans or in fact decide to emigrate in your absence. So, to complete the paperwork please let us know if you will be collected by someone other than a parent.

 

Parents, if plans change for whatever reason, please advise our home contact (Diane) of who will collect your son/daughter from the coach station.
