Presentation  

� Excellent support from the County Communications Team, with PR 

District Activities 2007  

� The October ’06 All Leaders meeting set the Section priorities for 2007 including: 

� District Beaver activities (including sleepover, cyclocross, Beaveree)  

� District Centenary Cub Camp (Explorers & some troops are assisting 

� District Sunrise event on 1 August 2007 (in Ely) 

� District All Sections centenary event (September 2007); Mepal 2007.    

� Live ’07 at the 02 Arena (November 2007) 

� County Founders Day was held at Ely in February, with ADC Beavers myself on the organising 
team 

� The District St George’s Day arrangements were crowned by a 20 + foot high pioneering 
gateway on Palace Green compliments of the Explorer Scout team. The day received very 
positive reports.

Officers & details of the Cambridgeshire Trial of the proposed  new appointments system 

International opportunities 

� Two explorer Scouts, Ben & Josh, have been selected for the county expedition to Ghana next 
year. 

� One of the 10 Danish Contingents (of 42) to the World Jamboree are expected to be staying at 
Braham Farm for 3 nights from 20 July en route to Scotland for Home Hospitality, then the 
World Jamboree. Offers of tentage, equipment & with setting up appreciated. 

� Linked to this, and Yvette & my Camjam Scouting visit to Ribe (Denmark) last year, planning 
will start in the next few weeks for taking Explorers & Scouts to Denmark in Summer 2008. 

� Not to be left out are David & Val Allen who have joined the IST for the World Jamboree, and 
Katie Austin (Fellowship) who is on Splash team. 

Looking Forward - Opportunities for Recruitment 

� Promoting the major Group & District activities to the media to increase Scouting profile & 
encourage more parental involvement  

� Aquafest Scout raft challenge/displays & Sunrise in Ely’s Jubilee Gardens/ local school fetes  

� The Ely High Street, Scouting Shop window display which opened at Paul Day’s this week, 
organised by Erika Wedgwood with support from Diane Philbey. A further display is being 
arranged for Milletts.  

Young Spokespersons across the County are increasingly being encouraged to talk directly with the 
media and the benefits young people gain from Scouting.  Recently Nancy, from Explorers, attended a 
Young Spokesperson’s course at Gilwell & with two other Explorers (Aimee & Josh) represented 
Scouting in the filming of a Scouting profile for Ely Museum Identity parade which runs for another 
week.
