It was all flags flying as more than 500
local Scouters and Guiders from past and
present gathered at Ely Cathedral  to
mark Founders Day celebrations. Special
guests including the Lord Lieutenant for
Cambridgeshire Hugh Duberly CBE and
the Mayor of Ely, Councillor John Ison,
were also present to lend their support to
the event.

The service was held to celebrate what
would have been the 150th Birthday of
Scouting Founder, Robert Baden-Powell, and to reflect on his life and work. Guests were treated to
special hymns and readings, notably by the Lord Lieutenant and the Cambridgeshire World
Jamboree Contingent. The service was followed by a reception at the King's School, Ely to say
“thank you” to everyone for their support to Scouting over the years, and to catch up with familiar
faces. The event was also used to launch 'Campfire Circle' in Cambridgeshire, which aims to keep
former members in touch with Scouting and ensure the continual success of scouting well into its
second century.
