Discretionary Fund and Hardship Fund requests of up to £250 can be
approved immediately on consideration by Chris as County Lead Volunteer.
Funding requests, be they Discretionary or Hardship, that exceed £250 may be
considered, based on situation and circumstances, and are subject to approval
by the County Finance Team.

That's up to 40 Discretionary and Hardship awards of £250 each year.
